Annual Exhibition & Competition Rules (Aug 2011)
1. There are two sections, Prints and Digital, members may enter images in both these sections.  
2. The same or a substantially similar image cannot be entered in the digital and print sections.  Similarly, prints or digital images or any image significantly similar to them must not have been entered into any previous Annual Exhibition & Competition (AE&C).   Significantly similar images are defined as those with minor alterations to the composition or viewpoint or where the basic impression of that image remains constant and would normally be interpreted as being the same without careful examination.  Images which have been used or are going to be used in Club internal competitions may be entered in the AE&C.  The originals of any image or part of an image must be the sole work of the entrant.  The work of others, either original or copied is not acceptable and will be disqualified.
3. There are 5 classes in both the print and digital sections these are:

i. Open

ii. Monochrome

iii. People and Portraits

iv. Natural History

v. Landscape
4. PRINTS - A maximum of ten prints may be entered, with no more than three in any one class.   Where practical, all members will have at least one print hung in the exhibition.
5. Print entries must to conform to L&CPU rules with the external mount size being 50 x 40 cm.  There is no minimum image size but since prints are generally judged from several feet away we would discourage the entry of small prints.  The backing mount must be the same size as any front mount and free of glue or sticky tape which could damage other prints when stacked.
6. All prints should have the author’s name, image title and the number of the class of entry clearly written in ink, on the back of the mount in the top left hand corner.
7. DIGITAL IMAGES – A maximum of ten digital images may be entered, with no more than three in any one class
8. Digital images should be submitted on a CD or via email.  Files should be named with the image title e.g. Digital image name.jpg.  Spaces are acceptable in file names.  All images should be reduced in size to a maximum of 1400 pixels wide for landscape/letterbox format  or 1050 pixels high for portrait/square format and saved as high quality (~12) JPEGs in sRGB colour space.  For a typical image this will result in a file size of less than 2 Mb.  This procedure results in images that are optimal for digital projection with a file size suitable for emailing. 
9. Listed below are some common problems with image submissions, please try to avoid these.

· Image titles – these should be written in lower case except for the first letter and the initial letter of any proper names.  Please do not write your titles all in upper case. 

· Spaces are acceptable in electronic file names: you do not need to use underscore or hyphens.

· If you use the definite (the) or the indefinite (a) article in image titles please ensure that this appears on the back of the print or the digital file name as well as your list of images.

· Prints should be labelled clearly in ink on the back in the top left hand corner, with the tile and author’s name and the number of the class (Class 1- 5).

· Please ensure your digital images are the correct size.  There are clear instructions on our web site explaining how to resize images, please follow these.  Also before submitting images please re-check the final image size.  A simple way to do this is to display the image ‘dimensions’ as one of the headers in an explore window.

· When emailing images please ensure that these are attached to the email and not embedded in the mail message.  If in doubt try mailing them to yourself to see how they come out.

· There is a facility in most email systems to reduce the size of an image before mailing¸ please ensure that this is switched off or your images will come through too small.
10. The Committee reserve the right to transfer entries between classes.  Where there are less than three entries in one class, the prints may be exhibited but the award will not be made except at the discretion of the judge.  

11. Entries will not be accepted from any member who has not paid their subscription.

12. All entries are at the owner's risk.  Neither the Club nor the Committee can accept any liability for any loss or damage to entries.

13. All entries, whether prints or digital, should be made on the form provided and sent, preferably electronically, to Brian Law (brian_law@tiscali.co.uk).
